Then connect with an Advisor
through Virtual Student Support to declare your major, select
the appropriate classes, and get support with enrolling &
scheduling. Be prepared to share your NOVA ID number.

Students who have graduated from high school less than five
years ago will submit high school transcripts and/or if available,
GED, SAT, ACT, AP, IB, TOEFL, or ILETS-Academic scores to
Northern Virginia Community College. Unofficial copies of
transcripts and test scores are acceptable for placement
purposes.
